The Police Public School was founded on October 21, 2000 under the auspices of J&K Police. The prime purpose of
opening the school was to impart education to the children who have become orphans due to turmoil in the State. The
institution was inaugurated by the then DG Police Shri Gurbachan Jagat, IPS and was initially made functional upto 5th
primary in a small building located in Police Housing Colony Qamarwari. It was shifted in newly constructed building at PHC
Bemina on 26.06.2006. The school has now graduated to Sr. Secondary level.

The school was affiliated with the State Board of School Education Jammu until March 31, 2018. CBSE has granted
Provisional Affiliation (Code 730094) under the Switch Over from Other Boards Category.
